CRIME REPORTING SHEET

1. After liaison with the Kenley Police, the Residents’ Association has devised this chart.

2. The intention is to ease any doubts that you may have about which number to call if you see a crime taking place or if an event has occurred.

3. If the date and time that you made the report is put into the column under the phone number called, this acts as a reference when you make any follow up.

4. You may ask the person answering your call for a crime reference number. Again this is your reference for future. You may not get it immediately but having asked for it means that you expect to get it and should be taken seriously.

5. There may be a problem in getting the detail of the person to whom you are speaking but the PC or ZD number ought to be divulged. You have a right to ask.

6. The remaining space on the form can be used for your notes and could include your level of satisfaction. 

7. If you have not had a response to any answerphone message within a reasonable period of time, keep trying any of the numbers shown.

8. The Residents’ Association takes the issue of crime reporting very seriously. If you have reported a crime and completed the form, please pass a copy back to us. This will help us to create a balanced analysis of crime in the area and to formulate reports to the General Meetings. Any information you send to us will be treated in the strictest confidence. 

9. We recommend that you keep this with the government’s ‘Preparing For Emergencies’ leaflet. The Association will provide extra copies if needed.
